Description: The seminar will examine the genesis and management of ethnic and nationality conflicts, with particular reference to Europe. We will consider theories of ethnic and nationality conflict, and historical approaches to the relationship of state and nation in Europe. We will then critically engage with the main approaches to conflict management and accommodation, including territorial decentralization,  consociationalism,  non-territorial autonomy and integration.  Attention will be paid to the European and international dimensions of the issue, as well as to the theory and experience of external intervention in nationality conflicts. The theories will be examined by reference to comparative  experience in western and eastern Europe.
